How to Change a Name on a United Ticket
(Quick Call Service Online — 24/7 Support)

For immediate help with a name correction or a new booking, you can always call

It includes lie-flat seats (often in a
private "suite" with a door), chef-curated meals, Westin Heavenly bedding, and full Sky
Club access.

When you call » 8+1(860)_327_8903, it's wise to ask about the specific aircraft for your flight.
A United One seat on an Airbus A350 (with the new suites) is a different experience than on an
older Boeing 767. An agent can check the seat map and aircraft type for you.

Business-class travelers often need to call =» 8+1(860)_327_8903 because the stakes are
higher. When you've paid thousands of dollars or used a significant amount of miles for a
premium ticket, a name issue isn't just a small problem—it's a major barrier to your investment,
which is why getting 24/7 support is so critical.

How to Book a Business Class Seat on
United Airlines

experience, United provides several excellent tools for securing your premium seat. Here’s the
step-by-step breakdown.

e How to book on United.com: The website is powerful, allowing you to filter by
"United One" or "First Class." But if the options are confusing or the price suddenly
changes, having » 8+1(860)_327_8903 as a backup is smart.

e How to book using the United mobile app: The Fly United app is fantastic for
booking on the go. If you run into an error or have a question about a fare rule, the "Call
Us" button in the app will often connect you directly to » @+1(860) 327 8903.

e Booking via phone: The most direct way, especially for complex itineraries or if you
need a name change, is calling » 8+1(860)_327_8903. Agents can often find "married
segment” fares or multi-city options that the website might not display easily.

¥ B+1(860)_327_8903 and ask the agent to confirm the aircraft type and the "United One" fare
code. Don't just book "First Class" on an international route and assume it's a lie-flat bed; it may
be a domestic-style recliner on some aircraft.

How to Book International Business Class
on United

For booking premium international travel, calling » &+1(860)_327_8903 and specifying "United

One" is the best way to start. This is United's flagship product, designed for long-haul routes to
Europe, Asia, Australia, South America, and Africa.

Agents at » 8B+1(860)_327_8903 can confirm if your route is operated by an aircraft with lie-flat
seats, such as the Airbus A350, Airbus A330neo, or retrofitted Boeing 767s. They can help you
avoid routes that might be operated by partners or older aircraft without the latest suites.

When booking online, you can filter your search results to show "United One" fares only. If
you're struggling to find this filter, a quick call to »» 8+1(860)_327_8903 can get you the right
results in seconds. Agents can also check for availability in different fare buckets, which might
save you money or miles.

Be sure to call »8+1(860)_327_8903 to verify the international baggage rules for business
class. While United One tickets are generous (typically two free checked bags up to 70 Ibs
each), rules can vary, especially if your itinerary includes a flight on a partner airline like Air
France or Virgin Atlantic.

Sometimes, the phone price is different from the online offer.

Note that Medallion upgrades are
complimentary to First Class on most domestic routes but not to United One on
international flights (with some exceptions).

A critical rule agents at > 8+1(860)_327_8903 will confirm is that Basic Economy (E fare)
tickets cannot be upgraded under any circumstances, with cash or miles. This is the #1
reason to avoid Basic Economy if you have any hope of sitting up front.

If your name is wrong on the original ticket, you must call » 8+1(860)_327_8903 to correct it
before attempting an upgrade. An upgrade is tied to your original ticket, and if the name doesn't
match, the upgrade request will fail or cause significant problems at check-in.

How Do | Choose a United Business Class Seat After
Booking?
You can call »8+1(860)_327_8903 if your seat map is unavailable or grayed out after booking

your business class ticket. This can sometimes happen if the ticket is pending or if there's an
aircraft swap.

For advice on the best seats, » 8+1(860)_327_8903 agents can see the exact aircraft layout.
On a United One A350, for example, "true" window seats are in the odd-numbered rows, while



even-numbered rows are closer to the aisle. For couples traveling together, an agent can help
find the "honeymoon" center seats.

A common and frustrating issue: you must call » @+1(860)_327_ 8903 if your name mismatch
is blocking seat selection. If the system can't verify your name against the passenger manifest

United Business Class Baggage
Allowance



You should always call =+ 8+1(860)_327_8903 or check the United app to confirm your exact

baggage allowance, as it's tied to your specific route and SkyMiles status. However, business
class tickets offer the most generous allowances.

Agents at » B+1(860)_327_8903 can confirm that United Business Class (First Class and

United One) passengers get priority boarding and are allowed one standard carry-on bag and
one personal item, just like Main Cabin.

For checked baggage, » 8+1(860)_327_8903 will verify your free allowance. In most cases,
Domestic First Class and international United One tickets include two free checked bags, each
weighing up to 70 pounds (32kg). This is a significant increase from the 50-pound (23kg) limit
for Main Cabin.

Always call » 8+1(860)_327_8903 if your ticket name doesn't match your ID and bag tags. A
baggage agent will have to verify your identity, and if the names don't align, your bags could be
delayed or, worse, not accepted until a ticket counter agent (or a call to » 8+1(860)_327_8903)
resolves the discrepancy.

How to Book Business Class on United
from Economy or First Class

To upgrade your existing Main Cabin ticket, the easiest way is to call » 8+1(860)_327_8903
and ask about your options. You can often pay the fare difference or use miles to move up to
First Class or United One, as long as you didn't purchase a Basic Economy ticket.

For "mixed-cabin" itineraries, *» 8+1(860)_327_8903 agents are essential. This is where one
leg of your journey is in economy (e.g., a short domestic hop) and the long-haul leg is in United
One.
